Event for the eighth
year. Nearly 40 Girl Scout Cadettes attended the event at
Bell Avenue Elementary School on March 27th. The
Cadettes are sixth to eight graders who came to the event
to learn more about engineering and at the end of the day,
they earned a SWE badge. To host the event, SWE SVS
collaborated with the leadership of the Girl Scouts Heart of
Central California. They serve Alpine, Amador, Calaveras,
Colusa, El Dorado , Glenn, Mariposa, Merced, Nevada,
Placer, Sacramento, San Joaquin, Solano, Stanislaus,
Sutter, Tuolumne, Yolo, and Yuba counties.

The girls experienced four hands-on workshops and were
able to interact with many of the professionals, who
volunteered their time and energy to this event. Activities
and discussions focused on being an engineer, physics of
simple machines, power/energy, computer programming
and chemistry. Group leaders Thea Durbin, Jessica
Uelmen, Mary Serra, and Andrew Bianchi took groups
through the various engineering sessions, assisted module
leaders and answered any questions the girls might have.
